What is ChiliFresh? 

ChiliFresh Review Engine is a tool that allows us-

ers to read and write reviews for items in Power-

seller for user reviews to see whether something 

was worth reading, you can now cut out the mid-

dleman because ChiliFresh brings the feature right 

into the online catalog. 

This easy-to-use tool adds an element of social 

interaction to the catalog, yet reviews are moder-

ated by the library system so there is no risk of 

inappropriate content being displayed.  

How do I use ChiliFresh? 

Using ChiliFresh is easy! Perform a search for an 

item as you normally would in PowerPac. There 

will be a very subtle difference to the records you 

retrieve.  

After you click the "add review" button, a message 
will appear telling you that your review will 

appear online within 24 hours.  
 

Congratulations!  You have successfully added a 
review with ChiliFresh!  

By clicking on the link to the reviews, a new dis-

play will open within the catalog with all the re-

views for that item. ChiliFresh is a collaborative 

database, so reviews will appear from users in 

your library system, in Canada, in the USA, and 

across the world. You can then sort the reviews by 

Date, by Rating, or by Most Useful. 

What if there are no reviews for an item?  

 

If there aren't any reviews for an item, the record will 

still display a link. However, instead of sending you 

to the reviews, the link will direct you to a page 

where you can add your own review.  

How do I add a review?

to log on with your email address and password and 

agree to the posting policy.  If you have not posted a 

review, you may register your email address.  Your 

email address will only be used to maintain a unique 

record to store your reviews and it won't be visible 

to others.  You also have the option to write a review 

anonymously.   

Encourage your library users to write reviews as it 

will not only help others in finding something in-

teresting, but also because it will also help library 

staff with collection development by highlighting 

what is popular and recommended.
